CUMULATIVE OF ALL ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY
CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; PROVIDING A PENALTY
CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION; AND PROVIDING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

SECTION 3.
PENATLY CLAUSE

Any person, firm, or corporation who violates, disobeys, omits,
neglects, or refuses to comply with, or who resists the enforcement
of, any of the provisions of this Ordinance shall be fined as provided
in Section 1-10 of the City Code of Ordinances for each offense.
Each day any such violations exist shall constitute a separate offense
and shall be punishable as such.

Effective Date

This Ordinance shall be I full force and effect from and after its pas-
sage as provided by law and is so Ordained.
